Certified or cashier's checks must be made payable to the Greater Texoma Utility Authority.

A Performance Bond and Payment Bond in the amount of not less than one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price, conditioned upon the faithful performance of the contract and upon payment of all persons supplying labor or furnishing materials, will be required.  A one‑year Maintenance guarantee and bond will also be required in conjunction with the performance bond.
Bids may be held by the Owner for a period of ninety (90) days from the date of the opening of the Bids for purpose of reviewing the Bids and investigating the qualifications of the Bidders, prior to award of the Contract.

(6) The impact on the ability of GTUA to comply with rules relating to historically underutilized businesses;

(7) The total long-term cost to the GTUA to acquire the vendor’s goods or services;

(8) Any other relevant factor specifically listed in the request for bids or proposals; and

(9) The safety record of the bidder, of the firm, corporation, partnership, or institution represented by the bidder, or of anyone acting for such a firm, corporation, partnership, or institution.
